e All the orchestral excerpts audition repertoire should be recorded in one take (one
uncut video file).

¢ No editing or post production should be carried out-

e Each file should be no larger than 20GB.

e Please indicate time stamp of the start of each work on a separate document for each
video file. The document should be in either a Word Document or PDF format (e.g.
BEETHOVEN Symphony No.9 — 00:00, BRAHMS Symphony No.4 — 00:55, MAHLER
Symphony No.5 - 02:05).

e Please use common digital formats like AVI, M4V, MP4, MOV, MPG, or WMV.

Please take time to watch and listen to your finished recording files to make sure they are
playable before sending to us.

The recording must be uploaded through the online form listed on page 1 of this document.
