Additional Information for Principal Percussion / Assistant Timpani Audition 2023

e All keyboard instruments will be set to a height of 86cm (from the top of the natural bars to the floor).
Applicants will not be allowed to adjust the height of any instruments.
e The instruments will be provided in the audition; *Including but not limited to below*

o 5 octave(C-C), Kori marimba (2000 concert grand)

o 4 octave(C-C), Korogi xylophone (SE555C)

o 3 octave(F-F), Saito glockenspiel (SG-120)

o 4 octave(C-C), Saito vibraphone (VS-4000DC)

0 4x14”, Pearl snare drum (Philharmonic; Aluminum shell)

0 6.5x14”, Pearl snare drum (Philharmonic; Aluminum shell)

o 16” Zildjian cymbals (Constantinople)

o 18” Sabian cymbals (Synergy HHX)

0 20” Zildjian cymbals (Constantinople)

o Various size tambourines including 10” Black Swamp tambourine
(TC1; chromium 25/bronze jingles, calf head, footrest will be provided)

o Various size triangles including 6 Abel triangle (symphonic; stand will be provided)

o 16x36” Ludwig bass drum (vintage; calf head, on swivel stand)

o Set of Four(81/74/66/62cm), Hardtke timpani (Berlin Classic; super kalfo calf head,
international setup; larger size instrument on the left, height adjustable timpani chair will be
provided)

e Applicants will be allowed to use their personal snare drums, cymbals, tambourines, and triangles.

e Applicants must use the orchestra’s marimba, xylophone, glockenspiel, vibraphone, bass drum,
and timpani.

e Applicants must bring their personal sticks, mallets and beaters for every instrument.

e There will be no piano accompaniment.

e There will be trap tables set near each instrument.

e Staff will be near the audition site to help candidates move instruments in and out of the rehearsal
room upon request.

e A winning candidate must play on international setup timpani in the orchestra, both with calf and
plastic head depending on circumstances.

e This information is subject to change and applicants will be notified if there is a significant change.
