The submissions will be judged in two rounds: preliminary round judged by the Zodiac Trio
and final round judged by an international jury, and will use a points-based system. 10 soloist
and 10 composer finalists will be selected and published on the competition website by
March 15th, 2022. Final winners will be announced on April 26th, 2022
